A Thanksgiving Message from the President

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

How do people decide whether they have reason for thanksgiving
each year? Have they been successful monetarily? Did some
unexpected gift come their way? Was the year a glorious success?

What seems odd to many is that we Christians give thanks most for
that which appeared to have not even a trace of glory.

The incarnation of the eternal Son of God, as he tock our human
flesh and blood, is arguably the greatest miracle the world will ever
know. Yet, how Jesus lived among us as the incarnate God typically
lacked any appearance of glory. Despite possessing all glory as eternal God, and despite that
glory being given to his human nature at his incarnation, Jesus chose to make his appearance
in an outward form no different from ours.

That’s what Scripture calls “taking the form of a servant” (Philippians 2:7 ESV). From Mary’s
womb to Joseph's tomb, he refused to grasp his glory fully, instead taking a brother’s place
under the law—the law we had not kept. He refused to hold tightly to his glory so that he
could die under the law’s curse—a curse we would have borne forever.

Our reason for thanksgiving doesn’t require any yearly cataloging to see if sufficient glory
came our way. Instead, Jesus’ glory is freely given us because he did not grasp to himself the
glory that was rightly his,
